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Prayer Diary – December 2025

“Shout and be glad, O daughter of Zion, for I am coming, and I will dwell in your midst,” says the Lord (Zechariah 2:10).
Spending time with God in prayer strengthens our faith and deepens our relationship with Him. As we journey through Advent and draw near to Christmas, we are reminded that Christ is our light—the One who comes into the darkness with hope, peace, and joy. JOY is our focus this Advent.
These daily suggestions are not instructions but invitations—gentle prompts to help us lift our hearts to God and allow His Spirit to guide our prayers as we prepare to welcome the coming of Christ.
	Monday 1st
	As Advent begins, let us pray that our hearts may be still enough to welcome Christ afresh. Lift up tonight’s Advent Meditation at St Martin’s, asking that it may bring peace, reflection, and renewed hope. Pray for David & Marion as they lead us into this holy season.

	Tuesday 2nd 
	Let us hold before God all who are elderly, housebound, bereaved, or living alone: that they may know companionship and the nearness of Christ in what can be a difficult month. Ask that our church family may notice and care for those who feel forgotten.

	Wednesday 3rd 
	For Bosco Mutebutsi and Great Lakes Outreach (Burundi): Let us ask God for strength in leadership, to protect his family, & bless the communities served through education, healthcare, and discipleship.

	Thursday 4th 
	Open the Book team as they present the final dramatised Bible stories of the term today and tomorrow: pray that the children of Wonersh & Shamley Green and Bramley Infants may discover the wonder of God’s love as they begin their Christmas preparations.

	Friday 5th 
	As the first Wreath Workshop meets in Lawnsmead this evening, pray for creativity, friendship, and welcome. Ask that simple acts of gathering may reflect the hospitality of Christ.

	Saturday 6th 
	For all attending the second Wreath Workshop this morning.
Lift up the Carol Service at St Martin’s tomorrow — that music and Scripture may kindle joy and hope in every heart.

	Sunday 7th 
	Let us lift up the Christmas All-Age Service at St John’s. Ask that children and families may encounter the story of Jesus’ birth with freshness and delight. Give thanks for the teams preparing seasonal worship.  Carol Service at St Martin’s at 6:00pm

	Monday 8th 
	For the YMCA DownsLink Group as they search for a new Chair of the Board: ask God to raise up a wise, compassionate & spiritually grounded leader to safeguard the organisation’s Christian ethos.

	Tuesday 9th 
	Lift up Elly, Isaac & Dani, the three YMCA chaplains. Give thanks for their recent national recognition and pray for resilience, joy and renewed energy as they support vulnerable young people during the winter months.

	Wednesday 10th 
	Pray for all staff in local schools as term nears its end. Ask that they may find rest, strength, and encouragement in this busy period, and that classrooms may carry a sense of hope as Christmas approaches.

	Thursday 11th 
	A full day of community events:
– Seniors’ Christmas Special at Lawnsmead
– Chatterbox Christmas Celebration at St John’s
– Men of Wonersh gathering this evening
Pray for joy, welcome, and fellowship in every gathering, and for those who serve behind the scenes.

	Friday 12th 
	For families facing financial hardship, strained relationships, or anxiety as Christmas approaches. Ask that God’s comfort, provision, and peace surround them.

	Saturday 13th 
	For the PCC and Mission team as they discern new Mission Partners for 2026. Ask for wisdom to choose organisations where our support can make real kingdom impact.

	Sunday 14th 
	Pray for the Christingle Service this afternoon — that the light of Christ may shine brightly for children and adults alike. Give thanks for all preparing crafts, music, refreshments, and welcome.

	Monday 15th 
	Lift up Mums, Bumps & Babies as they gather for their Christmas blessing. Pray for Clare; for new parents, carers, and infants — for joy, patience, and rest in the busyness of life.

	Tuesday 16th 
	Give thanks for David & Marion and all clergy as they navigate the many pressures of Advent. Ask that they may minister from a place of joy, peace, strength, and trust in God.

	Wednesday 17th 
	Pray for the Wonersh & Shamley Green School Christmas Service.
Ask that pupils, staff, and families may know God’s love and presence as they hear the Christmas message.

	Thursday 18th 
	The Seniors’ Carol Service takes place this morning. Pray that all who attend may feel deeply valued, remembered, and uplifted.

	Friday 19th 
	Let us invite God’s peace into the lives of all those who feel lonely or bereaved at Christmas. Ask that the comforting presence of Christ may surround those who struggle with this season.

	Saturday 20th 
	For musicians, readers, clergy, and volunteers preparing Christmas services: ask for energy, unity, creativity, and joy as the celebrations draw near.

	Sunday 21st 
	Tonight’s Carols by Candlelight at St John’s brings many visitors.
Let is ask God to draw close so that the beauty of worship may bring hope, healing, and a renewed sense of God’s nearness.

	Monday 22nd 
	Remember families facing relational tension over Christmas. Ask that grace may soften hearts and that forgiveness may bring peace.

	Tuesday 23rd 
	That God’s protection will cover all who are travelling for Christmas, for safety and calm. Ask that reunions may be joyful and restorative.

	Wednesday 24th 
	Pray for the Crib Service and Scratch Nativity this afternoon — that children may experience the wonder of Jesus’ birth. Later, let us also remember the Midnight Communion at St Martin’s, that worship may be deep and draw everyone in the community closer to God.

	Thursday 25th 
	Christmas Day: let us give thanks for the birth of Jesus Christ, Light of the World. Pray for blessing over all Christmas Day services and for every household in our villages.

	Friday 26th 
	Boxing Day: Pray for those experiencing loneliness, grief, or family pressure today. May God’s gentleness may bring rest and comfort.

	Saturday 27th 
	Entrust to God’s care the YMCA chaplains and youth workers who support vulnerable young people year-round, often unseen.

	Sunday 28th 
	Let us hold before God all clergy, musicians, and volunteers as they rest and recover after Christmas. Ask for God’s renewal and peace.

	Monday 29th 
	Pray for our Mission Partners — GLO, YMCA DownsLink, and WSG School — that God will sustain & encourage them in the coming year.

	Tuesday 30th 
	Let us give thanks for the blessings of 2025. Take a moment to recall them all with gratitude, perspective, and trust as we prepare to enter a new year.

	Wednesday 31st
	Remember tomorrow’s Seniors’ New Year gathering and give thanks for Liz Tilley’s 80th birthday and Sheila Lonsdale’s celebration.
Ask that 2026 may begin with hope, peace, and renewed faith.



Prayers for the World
As we rejoice in the light of Christ this Christmas, let us remember all places where darkness still weighs heavily. Pray for peace in Israel and Gaza, for justice and safety in Ukraine, and for all nations living under conflict, fear, or oppression.
