	As we gather for worship at St John’s & St Martin’s — including our All-Age Service — let us give thanks for Scripture proclaimed, for prayer & fellowship, & for the privilege of meeting Christ together. At the start of this Lenten season, may our repentance be sincere & devotion wholehearted — that what we profess with our lips may be rooted deeply in our hearts.

	Monday 2nd 
	Outreach Coffee Morning at St Martin’s (Village Hall). May warm hospitality open doors for new friendships.

	Tuesday 3rd 
	Patsy’s Tuesday meditation group — that stillness before God may bear lasting fruit.

	Wednesday 4th 
	For all observing Lent in our parish. May our lives reflect sincerity, attentiveness and renewed trust in God’s mercy.

	Thursday 5th 
	Liz Tilley & Jan Durrant as they follow the Spiritual Care course, exploring ministry among older people. May wisdom and compassion grow.

	Friday 6th 
	For Bishop Andrew, facing terminal illness — give him courage, peace and assurance in Christ. Uphold his wife Beverley and their family.

	Saturday 7th 
	For the delivery of church magazines and for Deidre who coordinates this faithful ministry. 

	Sunday 8th 
	Listening: As we meet for worship at St John’s and St Martin’s, pray that God’s Word will be received with open hearts & lived out through the coming week. May our fellowship strengthen faith & encourage one another in Christ. Pray also for the Book Club meeting in the afternoon, for inspired and reflective thought.

	Monday 9th 
	Men’s ministry — following the recent breakfast. Pray for clarity and willing hearts as future plans are discerned.

	Tuesday 10th 

	Lent Course: The Wisdom Years with Patsy. May open conversation and encouragement shape those attending.

	Wednesday 11th 
	Open the Book team preparing Easter assemblies. May children delight in hearing God’s Word.

	Thursday 12th 
	Open the Book — Easter story assemblies (12/13). Pray for confidence and joy for the team.

	Friday 13th 
	For Clare, the children’s work and those caring for children in the crèche. Ask that God would prompt new volunteers to support this ministry.

	Saturday 14th 
	Remember Elly, Dani and Rob, chaplains at the YMCA. May their presence reflect Christ in every conversation.

	Sunday 15th 
	Mothering Sunday – Compassion: 
As we give thanks for those who nurture and sustain life, remember that the compassion we receive from others reflects the compassion of Christ.  For those who rejoice today and those for whom this day carries pain, ask that God’s gentleness would hold every heart.

	Monday 16th 
	Laylat al-Qadr (Night of Power): Many Muslims mark this as a night of special prayer. Ask that all who seek God would be drawn into deeper truth, and that Christ would make Himself known.

	Tuesday 17th 
	For Wonersh & Shamley Green School staff and teachers — encouragement, resilience and joy in their daily work. Pray for our partnership with them and how this might develop.

	Wednesday 18th 
	Interment of the ashes of Graham Parker. Hold Sue and the family in God’s peace and comfort.

	Thursday 19th 
	Open the Book — further Easter assemblies (19/20). May the message of resurrection take root.

	Friday 20th 
	Paddy Beresford and colleagues in Jews for Jesus. For protection, courage and wisdom — especially in areas affected by war.

	Saturday 21st 
	Visiting Bellringers and the Diocesan Wedding Morning. May both celebrations honour Christ.

	Sunday 22nd 
	Perseverance: As Lent continues, pray for perseverance. When spiritual disciplines feel difficult or faith feels dry, may we discover that Christ is faithful even in quiet seasons. Strengthen our congregation to walk steadily, trusting that growth often happens unseen.

	Monday 23rd 
	School Governors at WSG. Grant wisdom, foresight and compassion in every decision.

	Tuesday 24th 
	Give thanks for the floristry group and book group (Wardrobes and Rings) — fellowship rooted in faith.

	Wednesday 25th 
	Great Lakes Outreach — especially Foundations for Farming. Pray for provision and lasting impact against hunger. Pray especially for Simon Guillebaud as he leads this organization and seeks God’s wisdom for it.

	Thursday 26th 
	As we explore new Mission Partnerships, ask God to guide us toward fruitful relationships.

	Friday 27th 
	Let us give thanks for all who quietly serve on the sidelines— sides-people, AV team, coffee makers, cleaners and welcomers.

	Saturday 28th 
	Those experiencing illness, grief, or hidden burdens within our parish. May they know they are not alone.

	Sunday 29th 
	Hope Drawing Near: Today is Palm Sunday and as we gather nearing the end of Lent, let us lift our eyes toward Easter hope. May anticipation of resurrection shape our worship and may the promise of new life renew our courage and joy. The Book Club meets again this afternoon.

	Monday 30th 
	As we step into Holy Week and look to the sadness and joy ahead, may God help us, uphold us and indwell us, bringing clarity, devotion and expectation to our ongoing discipleship.

	Tuesday 31st 
	Close of March: “Search me, O God, and know my heart.”
May the Lord complete in us that which He has begun.
